XOPAKTNPOTIKA TIG Ttapatnproslg tov Wallace: In many ways Damon’s predecessor, Lasos was
Greece’s first great music experimenter and theorist, and an innovator in music and public perfor-
mance. According to Souda (s.v.) he introduced Athens’ annual dithyrambic contests, in 508/07 (the
first year of the democracy) according to the Marmor Parium (46).

Souda also reports that he ‘introduced speech contests’ and wrote the first book about music. As a
teacher, Lasos is said to have attracted young Pindar from Thebes. He wrote hymns and dithyrambs
in new styles. ... He experimented with other sounds also, filling vessels with different amounts of
liquid and striking them like a glass harmonica. According to [Arist] Chreiai fr. 1 Rose... when asked
what was most important, he said ‘experiment’, peira. ... ... Empiricist, theorist, and composer, he
was friendly with Athens’ political elite; he taught; he wrote; and he promoted the civic uses and
public performance of music, dithyrambic poetry, and rhetoric especially in the democracy (Wallace,
Reconstructing Damon: Music, Wisdom Teaching, and Politics in Perikles’ Athens, 4-5).
